Durirg the project tenure, all the research activities and the changes that occurred;in RET
specir s will be assessed and analyzed.

For t ¢ implementation of the project, both the department will select the sui ~ble and
adequ ate area to work on RET species in the garden. o

The tixculty members and students of Forestry department may participate in t ¢ forest
develcpment and research programs which will be carried out by Nainital Forest Division
(Forest department of Uttarakhand) subject to mutual convenience.

The T orest Officers from Forest deparsment may participate in the teaching pr« rramme
so thu the students of Forestry can be benefited by their lectures and ideas.

The frculty members of Forestry department and Forest department will work tc, 2ther in
the research projects and forest development activities thereby mutually usmg ‘gsearch
facilities developed/to be developed at Forestry and Forest department.

The f: culty and students of the both the departments shall be allowed the use of iibrary,
laboratories, field nurseries and sites of Nainital Forest Division. '

The current project funded under the assistance Botanical Garden scheme by Hotanical
Survey of India through Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate Change;’ will be

implemented in the Himalayan Botanical Garden of Nainital Forest division to carry out
the research. In the project, both the departments (Forestry and Forest division of
Nainital) will coordinate the work for the betterment of project and its success. '

Forest department will also provide the facilities such as library, herbarium, green house,

fernatum, glass house, canteen, nursery beds and propagation land area which are present
in the Himalayan.Botanical Garden of Nainital Forest division as well as the: project
related available planting materials and inputs present therein for the study purposes.

The forest staff working in the garden will also help and support to.the researchers during
the pr;iject tenure in collecting/providing the planting materials and techniques in the
conservation, propagation and rebabilititation of RET species in garden and as well as in
in-situ site.

During the project work the some of the infrastructural work which is mentioned in the
projeci will be carried out in the Himalayan Botanical Garden for the development and
strengthening the concept of Botanical garden. All the propagated, conserved and
rehabilitated plant RET species will be looked after and cared by the staff of Hjmalayan
Botanical Garden.

The planung materials which are conserved and propagated in the Himalayan Botasucal
Garden, of Nainital Forest Division, if requires by Botanical Survey of India and its

centres/ institutes will be provided. ;
